This is from an email:    “After a recent pit bull incident, the city first proposed BSL, which was ultimately determined to be unfair and unworkable. The response was to redraft their chapter on animal law - which was already quite a comprehensive law, BTW, including dangerous dog provisions - and made some new, really out of bounds and unnecessary changes. We need Highland Park to be reminded that while tightening the law surrounding dangerous dogs is accceptable - as is upping penalties for animal cruelty - there is no reason to punish otherwise law abiding owners.
Among other things, this law provides the following:
-Perhaps the most startling provision prohibits the presence of emotional service dogs in rooms where food or drink are dispensed. We all know many events serve from a concession stand in the same room as the event. This would effectively prevent someone from bringing their service animal in. I believe this violates state and federal law and leaves Highland Park begging for a very expensive lawsuit.
-Defines in what I believe to be a first, something called a "problem pet owner." After 3 violations of these laws - which can mean your dog barked too much for your neighbor's tastes three times - you are a "problem pet owner." After this declaration, your rght to own ANY animals is revoked for 2 years. Not only is this an egregious interference with your property rights, it is wildly out of proportion to the potential offense. If your neighbor hates your dog, they can get you declared a "problem pet owner" - at which time you have to surrender your cat, your dog, your bird, your fish, ANY animal in your possession. Even if that animal had NOTHING to do with the violations!
-This law MANDATES a 1 year rabies vaccine, whether your vet agrees with that or not. Most vets like the 3 year vaccine to avoid or reduce complications including vaccine related sarcoma. The city council is dictating the veterinary care given to dogs, rather than the vets.
-Microchip information to be given to the city, with the microchip ostensibly "containing" the owner's name, address and phone. I don't know of any technology that meets this threshhold.
-Licenses must include whether the dog is unaltered or altered - presumably for differential fees - even if the owner has the dog whole for health, not breeding purposes.
-Unaltered dogs who are impounded for ANY reason will NOT be returned until they are altered and chipped. This means the most valuable breeding dog in your house can be impounded once - because your neighbor made a bark complaint, because it got out on you, etc. - and the new rules regarding their ability to impound are vastly expanded - no appeal, you must spay/neuter.
-There is no more warning, for behavioral "nuisance" before impound. If a complaint is received, your animal is immediately classified - without hearing - as a "public nuisance" and can be impounded by police or the Animal Warden at *any* time, even days after the infraction.
-"Frequent" barking, yelping or "other loud noise" that cause "annoyance" of any family or person is now grounds for impounding an animal as a public nuisance. Again, this drops the former provision allowing the owner a chance to remedy the situation - and who gets to define the threshhold of "annoyance?" A neighbor who hates dogs can make utterly false complaints, and your dogs get seized without hearing.
-Female dogs in heat - whether they are whole, again, for health or breeding purposes - are not permitted outdoors for ANY reason at ANY time - not even on a leash for walks or in your yard!! The way this law is written - the female in heat can be in an enclosed kennel or home, and can be at the vet, but cannot go from your house to your car to *get* to the vet! This of course sets you up for a messy enclosure, for which they can also seize your dog. Female dogs in heat are not permitted outside under any circumstances or risk immediate impoundment (and, of course, spay).
-Any dog who is tethered - that means ones on runs in your yard - MUST be altered. No matter why your dog is whole, it CANNOT be tethered - even if you're sitting at your picnic table beside it every moment it's out. They can be tethered for no more than one hour per day (cumulative or at a time is not made clear), and may not be tethered between the hours of 9pm and 7am. Although the sentiment is understandable, why would you have to put your dog inside if you're having a family picnic, just because it's after 9pm? Why can't you - as many do - put your dog on the tether when you get up in the morning at 6am as you get ready for work? It is one thing to outlaw leaving a dog out all night. It is another to interfere with a family's schedule and enjoyment of their animal.
-Cropping and docking is now unlawful unless done by a vet. Although there is significant debate on this issue, even the vets agree that cropping is not something they do in regular practice, and it is an art that someone without experience can really mess up. Docking is something that is done within 3 days of birth. I can't say I fully understand it but I do believe that any medical decisions should be made between a vet and the owner - NOT by a city council.
-Last but not least, any pen or "place" that is "unreasonably offensive" due to debris or odor, to anyone in the vicinity or even passing by, is a public nuisance. So if your neighbor thinks your yard is messy or offensive, they get to report you for this too.
          I think all this law does is open the door for vindictive neighbors to take feuds to a whole new level. Please contact Highland Park officials before the Monday hearing with letters from your clubs as well as individuals. Several cat and dog shows are held in Lake County, and we can remind them that Highland Park will be crossed off the list for our tourist dollars if this law is passed. Nuisance laws are already written, the existing dangerous dog provision is well written, and they have animal cruelty laws - there is NO reason for this expansive law that will be very costly, if not impossible, to enforce.

Permission to Crosspost has been given:    “Notes from 2nd Task Force Meeting:    Chairman Dr. Mark Ernst called the meeting to order at 9:24 a.m.  A few members were going to be late due to unforeseen circumstances.  Sally Westerhoff (Shelter Rep), Erika Walsh (Rescue Rep) and Rep. Mendoza did not attend.   The Chairman directed us back to the original SJR0056 and asked that we review the resolution to ensure that we are focused on the guidelines outlined therein.   He stated we need to identify what the problems are with the current Animal Welfare Act.  Are they currently being addressed?  What changes can be made to address those issues?  He would like testimony at the next Task Force meeting.   A report is the final outcome of this Task Force and he would like us to all be thinking about the format. Will we have a consensus report or basically 2 reports?     The Chair asked that we review minutes from the last meeting.  Mary Jo Trimble (Sporting Dog Rep) brought up that the minutes didn't reflect Dr. Dullard's question regarding the necessity for multiple licenses.  Senator Althoff made a motion to accept the minutes with Mary Jo's correction.  Jordan Matyas (HSUS) seconded.  Motion passed.
          At the last meeting Senator Kotowski asked Dept. of Ag to supply changes that they would like to see made to the AWA.   This was the document sent to the task force late Friday, Aug. 21, 2009.
          Dr. Ernst stated that they were not trying to shut out the cat breeders, initially they had planned only to change regulations relating to dog/dog breeders but they discovered it was simply easier to address the changes as a whole.  They are interested in hearing from cat breeders, and asked that cat breeders please contact the Dept. of Ag.  He stated that the task force will not be discussing anything to do with cat breeding.
          We began working through the definitions as outlined in the Department of Ag's suggested changes to the Animal Welfare Act –PROFESSIONS AND OCCUPATIONS section.   Basically, the Dept. feels that there should be various licenses reflecting the activity of the establishment.  This would allow Ag inspectors the ability to do their job better.
          Pet Shop Operator - Under Ag's proposal pet Shops should be broken into Type 1 and Type 2.  Cori Menkin (ASPCA) questioned why the word "adoption" was included in a Pet Shop License.   Dr. Ernst explained that the reason they used the word adoption was to give pet stores a way to place a dog with a genetic problem.  In current law, a pet shop is not allowed to sell a dog with a genetic defect.  There was much discussion from both sides regarding this issue.    Adoption language is not new language, it is used in the original Animal Welfare Act.  Ag's intent of using the word adoption was to include anyone who can claim to sell, adopt etc.
          Tom VanWinkle (Shelter Rep), stated that we needed to define "adoption".
          The Task Force is charged with providing a definition of "adoption" for the next meeting.
          Dog Dealer - All parties were amenable to the definition of dog dealer.
          Boarding Kennel - All parties were amenable to the definition of Boarding Kennel
          Dog Daycare – All parties were amenable to the definition of Dog Daycare.
          Dog Breeder - Cori Menkin (ASPCA) stated that they felt the anyone having 6 or more female dogs over the age of 6 months that are capable of reproduction should be considered a commercial breeder.    Dr. Ernst asked whether we should be looking more at the number of litters, not numbers of females.   Michele  Kasten (Small Breeder Rep) provided inspection data (based on lack of violations in currently licensed facilities with 6-40 dogs) that supports increasing the number of breedable females allowed (6 is the current number) before licensure is required.  Much discussion ensued.  Department of Ag stated that they are not willing to raise the minimum threshold of 6 breedable bitches.  This has been the law in Illinois for over 20 years.   HSUS and ASPCA representatives argued that 31 bitches was too high to be considered a "hobby breeder" and suggested the numbers of 6-10 breedable females should be considered a hobby breeder.  There was no apparent agreement on a number to define the maximum threshold for a hobby breeder.   Michele Kasten (Small Breeder Rep) suggested that Dept of Ag inspect those with 6-31 bitches once a year or every other year to be sure that the Dept of Ag's resources are not further strained and those with more than 31 be inspected twice a year.  This would focus the inspectors' resources on the larger scale operations which in general require closer scrutiny.   Senator Althoff suggested that the numbers defining a hobby breeder be set at 6-26 breedable females. Dept. The Department of Ag is willing to define a hobby breeder as someone with 6-26 breedable females, the large scale would be 26 or more breedable females and sells or transfers any dog to a wholesaler or pet shop
          Dr. Dullard (Veterinarian Rep) suggested that we look at the Puppy Lemon Law. He asserted that the way to effect change is to educate and give the consumer the ability to hold pet stores and breeders accountable for pets' health. 
          Records Only Animal Shelter- is a facility that is records only and the dogs are housed in foster homes.  Over the past few years there has been an increase in the number of records only animal shelters.  An example would be a national breed club representative that keeps only records of rescued dogs in Illinois while the dogs themselves are housed in various foster homes.
          Foster home – they have removed the number 4 from the definitions but added it back later in the proposed wording.
           8 Week Wording- The intent of the change in wording is that no dog dealer, dog breeder, pet shop or cattery operator shall sell any puppy or kitten until it has attained the age of 8 weeks is a clarification from the original which stated the puppy shouldn't be separated from it's mother for the purpose of sale.   This change acknowledges that some puppies must be separated from their mother for sound animal husbandry reasons, but that the puppy should not be sold until it is 8 weeks old.  Jordan Matyas (HSUS) continued to oppose this proposed language change.
          Multiple licenses – there was much discussion about the Dept. of Ag's suggestion of multiple licensing.  Michele Kasten (Small Breeder Rep) asked which housing standards would be applied when multiple activities requiring licensure are occurring at one location. She also stated that some of our members' fees would increase from $25 to over $400 per year should multiple licensing be implemented.  Her fear is that many of the people who additionally do rescue and breeding would be forced to drop their licenses due to high fees. Senator Althoff said we would discuss fees when we got to that section.   The records only shelter holds the responsibility for the foster home permit.  In the regulations, it does allow for Dept of Ag to come into the home to inspect based on a complaint or indication that dogs are not being cared for properly, this is not a routine inspection.  Mark Johnson asked the question if a National Club would have to be licensed in order to be a foster home.  Colleen O'Keefe said they do recognize National Clubs and would work to fine tune.   Representative David Reis stated that he thought the current laws we have on the books were sufficient and this is one more case where government is intruding where it has no business.
          Information on dogs and cats for sale:  Dept of Ag has already had some discussion about making available all of the personal information of seller prior to the sale of the animal.   Tom Van Winkle (Shelter Rep), stated that he didn't want to give out names and addresses of prior owners. He asked that we try to reword or have different set of recording standards for shelters and rescue than pet stores and breeders.
          Ron Berner (Pet Store Rep) stated that he has no problem providing purchasers the name and kennel license of the breeder of the puppy at the time of the sale but that he will not post the name, address and kennel license of the breeder on the cage.  He stated he is protecting his breeders from harassment from Animal Rights Groups.  Which has already occurred in the past.
          Large Scale Breeder Rep Christina Lee stated that she had been the target of someone stealing her USDA license number and then selling dogs to individuals.  When the individuals never received the dog purchased (it was supposed to have been shipped) the purchaser investigated her via her kennel license number and demanded to know where their dog was. She told them they had both been the victim of a scam.
          Jordan Matyas (HSUS) and Cori Menkin (ASPCA) were adamant that those types of disclosures be made prior to the sale.  They said people have a right to know if their dog came from a breeder with hundreds of dogs and litters.
          Jordan Matyas (HSUS) stated that he would like to see medical care added to the required disclosures. He said he could provide language.  Mr. Berner (Pet Store Rep) stated that he has not had any problems with someone questioning treatment in 24 years of owning  pet stores and that he has no problem disclosing that information if the shelters comply as well.   Michele Kasten (Small Breeder Rep) stated that a simple form could be used to track medication given by non-medical personnel to be used by pet stores, shelters and rescue.  Jordan Matyas (HSUS) stated that shelters each used a different type of software and adding an additional form to their system that couldn't be adapted into their software wouldn't work and was too much of a burden.
          Jordan Matyas (HSUS) asked that rescue and shelters have a separate set of disclosures from Pet stores and breeders.  The proponents (Small Breeder, Sporting Dog Rep, Pet Store Rep and Large Scale Breeder Rep) stated that shelters and rescues should be held to the same standards to disclose information regarding animals they have for adoption/sale.
          Jordan Matyas (HSUS) stated he would like to see all the disclosure items that were stated in the original HB 198/SB 53 included in the amendment to the AWA.  There was quite a bit of lengthy discussion.  Mary Jo Trimble (Sporting Dog Rep) asked that we not talk about any disclosure items that we didn't have in writing. It was agreed that we wouldn't talk about any of Jordan Matyas's (HSUS) requests on disclosure until we had them all in written form.  He is to provide them for the next Task Force Meeting.  Senator Althoff stated that at some point the consumer must be responsible for a purchase.   Michele Kasten (Hobby breeder Rep) stated that she had spoken to AKC and they were willing to supply or help the Dept. of Ag develop their own Responsible Dog Ownership brochure.
          License Application:   Michele Kasten (Small Breeder Rep) asked "What happens to the dogs in those kennels which have applied for a license but have not been inspected remove "have not been inspected" and substitute: have to come into compliance.  Dr. Ernst stated that applicants have 60 days to comply.  Dept. of Ag does not have the authority to seize animals, Animal control or the police can take your animals for a violation of humane care act.   Jordan Matyas (HSUS) proposed that before a foster home can be approved, the license holder should inspect the foster home to be sure it is in compliance with the law.
          Dr. Ernst addressed the Task Force and the audience regarding the agenda for the next meeting:
             - Review and be ready to address what we are tasked to do in the Resolution.
             -Think about how we are going to go about putting a report together.
            -The next meeting will allow public testimony.   
          Topics should be limited to:
              What isn't working with the system.
             What is working in the system. 
             What can be improved upon.  
Dr. Ernst does not want to focus on areas that aren't a problem.
          Mary Jo Trimble (Sporting Dog Rep) asked for copies of the email comments sent to Dept. Of Ag.  These will be available at the next meeting.
         Meeting adjourned around 3:25pm.
